Rest stops are provided along
with a detailed map for each rider. Roads are also
marked to indicate turns and route directions.

Registration

Registration begins at Hickory Center School
at 6:00 AM. Pre-registration is appreciated and
saves you money. Pre-ordering a t-shirt will re-
serve guarantee that you get one.

School is on the
right side.
